“TAKANAWA GATEWAY CITY” was created through the redevelopment of the
area surrounding JR Takanawa Gateway Station, forming a new urban district
spanning approximately 9.5 hectares.

The city officially opened on March 27, 2025, marking the full opening of “THE
LINKPILLAR 1" and Takanawa Gateway Station.

In addition to offices and an international conference center, “NEWoMan
Takanawa” fully opened inside THE LINKPILLAR 1 in the fall of 2025, offering
experiences that go beyond shopping to enrich everyday life.

The area also welcomed the opening of JW Marriott Hotel Tokyo, the brand's
first luxury hotel in the Greater Tokyo area.

In March 2026, the remaining buildings are scheduled for completion,
marking the grand opening of the entire district.

The highlight will be “MoN Takanawa: The Museum of Narratives,” a

new cultural complex that will serve as a symbol of the city’s creativity
and community life.

Positioned as “an experimental field for enriching life over the next 100
years,” the project aims to create a sustainable urban environment.

The city’s expansive public spaces—plazas and streets totaling about 4
hectares, among the largest in Tokyo—are being developed under the
concept of “53 Playable Park,” inspired by the historic Tokaido Route with
its 53 stations.

Integrating the area’s natural waterways, topography, and vegetation,
the landscape will feature native plant species that bring seasonal beauty
to the city.

These spaces will also serve as venues for community interaction and
environmental initiatives, fostering connection and sustainability for
generations to come.

Sengakuiji is an ancient temple of the Soto Zen sect. Founded by Tokugawa leya-
su, it was relocated to its current site in Takanawa after the Great Fire of Kanei.
While best known as the burial place of the loyal Aké samurai, the temple has
flourished since its founding as a sérin—a Zen monastery where monks gather to
study and frain. Even today, it remains a historic temple where monks continue
their rigorous practice and learning.

The temple is known for
appearing in Chushingura (The Treasury of Loyal
Retainers).

It is said that the name Shirokane, meaning white
metal or silver, derives from the large quantities of
silver in the possession of Yagishita Kazusano-
suke, who established this area during the Muro-
machi period (1336-1573). The area’s main street
is the stylish, ginkgo tree-lined Platinum Street.
